The Security Council

Reaffirmng its resolutions 849 (1993) of 9 July 1993, 854 (1993) of
6 August 1993, 858 (1993) of 24 August 1993, 876 (1993) of 19 Cctober 1993,
881 (1993) of 4 Novenber 1993, 892 (1993) of 22 Decenmber 1993, 896 (1994) of
31 January 1994, 901 (1994) of 4 March 1994 and 906 (1994) of 25 March 1994,

Havi ng considered the Secretary-GCeneral's report of 16 June 1994
(S/ 1994/ 725),

Recalling the letter of 16 June 1994 fromthe President of the Security
Council to the Secretary-General (S/1994/714),

Noting the letter of 21 June 1994 fromthe Foreign Mnister of the Russian
Federation to the Secretary-Ceneral (S/1994/732),

Noting that tal ks between the parties on a conprehensive politica
settlenent will resume shortly and urging the parties to achieve
substantive progress towards a political settlenment consistent with the
principles set out in its previous resolutions,

1. Wl cones the Secretary-Ceneral's report of 16 June 1994;

2. Notes with satisfaction the beginning of Commonweal th of | ndependent
States (CI'S) assistance in the zone of conflict, in response to the request of
the parties, on the basis of the 14 May 1994 Agreenent on a Cease-fire and
Separation of Forces (S/1994/583, Annex |), in continued coordination with the
United Nations Cbserver Mssion in Georgia (UNOM G, and on the basis of further
coordi nati ng arrangenents with UNOM G to be agreed by the tine of the Council's
consi deration of the Secretary-General's recomendati ons on the expansi on of
UNOM G

3. Decides to extend until 21 July 1994 the existing mandate of the
United Nations Cbserver Mssion in Georgia (UNOMG at its current authorized
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strength, within which period the further expansion of UNOM G as reconmended in
the Secretary-GCeneral's report of 6 June 1994 (S/1994/529/Add.1) wll be
addr essed;

4. Requests the Secretary-Ceneral, in the light of the letter of
16 June 1994 fromthe President of the Security Council (S/1994/714), to
report to the Council on the outcone of discussions between UNOM G the
parties and the C S peace-keeping force designed to reach an agreenent on the
arrangenents which woul d exi st on the ground for coordination between an
expanded UNOM G and the CI' S peace-keeping force;

5. Reaffirns its readiness to consider detail ed recomendati ons on the
expansion of UNOM G al ong the lines of the ideas set out in paragraph 7 of the
Secretary-CGeneral's report of 6 June 1994;

6. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
